Applications for financial support for childcare are invited from student parents in full-time degree programmes for the 2017/2018 academic year.   Financial assistance is means-tested and is limited to children under 12yrs of age who are enrolled in the UCC Crèche Cois Laoi.  Postgraduate students and students on placements may apply for support during the summer months (June-August 2017) also. The amount of subsidy awarded may vary from year to year and depends on resources and numbers of successful applicants.  The subsidy will be paid directly to UCC Crèche Cois Laoi and will be discontinued if child is removed from Crèche Cois Laoi.
Student parents who are on the waiting list for a place in Crèche Cois Laoi may also apply for a subsidy for formal childcare and may be granted the subsidy at a reduced rate.  Student parents who refuse a place in Creche Cois Laoi are not eiigible for a subsidy.
